The BHS Fine Arts Production of Bye Bye Birdie was nominated for 10 Betty 
Lynn Buckley Awards, including Best Musical, Best Orchestra, Best Female Actor, Best Male Actor, Best Supporting Female Actor, 
Best Supporting Male Actor, Best Female Ensemble Member, Best Choreographer, Excellence in Set Design, and Excellence in 
Lighting Design.
